ion, and to all as a pattern of goodness,
morality and pure piety. Ilis character
was Lruly amiable, and his manners so con-
cilistiog, that wherever he ceuld not make
fricnds, he was sure not to make enemies,
and we can safely affirm, that ha died
without the latter, Much as we have lost
in him as a Iriend, the literary world has
lost more in him. With a finished scho-.
larship, he combined telents of the first
order, indefatigable industry,an unquench-
nble thirst for literary résearch. His cor
respondenss %as very extensive, and his
literary productions numerous, His ex
treme modesty prevenied him from pub-|
fishing much, but he left sbout 200 large |
volumes of his g¥n manuscripts, which
will, to some literary reaper, yield a rich
harvest.

During the short time that he was the
head of the Catholic Church in this dio-
cese, much has been done for the Chria-
tian religion: many churches have been
built lhmugh his instrumentality, and ma-
ny poor souls, who from the obscurity of’
their residence would never bave had the
‘consolations of religion, had not our pious
deceased Bishop, under the severest priva-
tions, hunted up their cabins, Even the
snvages of the lorestg he visited in (heir
wigwams; and preached to them lhgﬁ;ns-
pel.

His charity to the poor was almost un-
bounded, and he readily denied himself
the comlorts of life for the purpose of as
pisting the poor. Desides the individual
charities which he bestowed, La establish.
ed in Lhis place, at his own expense, a (ree
school for iudl'gam; male children, and
through bis influence and with his pecu-
piary ait, & similar one for female child-
ren.
