Extract from a letter of an Indiana Missicnary to
the editors, dated,
Wasiincrox, (Daviese County,) May 4,

I was lately on an extended mission towards your
city, and I had the intention of paying you & visit,
which I was uuable to fulfil. 1 understood that the
cholera was revisiting your city; and moreoter, I
was told, by a very zealous methodist, on my jour-
ney, that you had subterraneous apartments under
your ehurch, well securad by iron bars, and that they
were for no other purpose than to shut up protestants,
=indicating that the Inguisition must be in full vizor
among you! Yoo will conceive from this, that 1
must have been much alwrmed, and even ferrified®oy
an apprehension that, eoming from the backwoods of
Indiana, T might be taken for a heretie, and clapped
to the torture. I therefore turied myeelf abont and
devoted my attention to the duties of the mission.
 The first place visited was Cofumine, in Bartholo-



mew Counnty.  Here are four or five catholie fumi-
lies, for whom Isuid mase on Bunday, (the firet after
Faster.) Many of them bad not been abie to nssist
at Mass for several years; I addressed them a few
words of exhortation; and, for the instruction of n
considerable nutmber of onr separated brethren, T gave
A shart E!'Jiprinﬂt'lon of the crremonies, vestrments, e,
ured 1 the celebration af the holy sacrifice. In the
eyening, | preached toa Jarge assembly in the Court
House, on. a moral subject; many seemed Eo be sor-
prised at knowing we believed in Jesus Christ,

Bartholomew county is certainly a heantifinl and
sightly comntry; with a rich soil, already thickly
aattled, there is yet meeh good land wvacant in the
vieinity of Calumbos, which is the county seat, The
situntion of the town is beautiful, on the left fork of
the Driftwood, which is a branch of White river. It
males a genteel appearance, and will doubiless be-
come i plice of considerable importance in a few
years. Ifa few more oatholie families should settle
in the vicinity, it is thought that o church might he
easily erected at Columbus, for which a lot iealready
offered.,

I pext visited Bhelby county, where T found al-
ready 10 catholic families, some having come in
siice my last visit, and others, I was told, were pre-|
paring to migrate. There remains little donbt that
g elerpyman will be stationed here, g0 soon as India-
niw obining a Bishop. Thad the consolation to see 25
approach the holy eommunion. Their zeal for the
diving service wonld haye pleased and editied yon.
Mass wascelebrated in a private dwelling; the altar
wiis very neatly and appropriately decorated; the
Litany of the Blessed Vivgin was sung in Latin before
muass, and duting it celebration, hymne and appro-
priute pertions of the tervice were sung, The Cath-
olics of Shelby, until they have a resident priest, will |
be visited three or fonr times a vear, by one who (
apeals English and French, so that German emizrants |
who may understand the last, would have an ocea-
gional ppportenity fogthe practics of their religion.

In Daviess county, where, at Bt Peter’s Chyroh,
we have the Femule Behool, there is yel much -
cant Tand, and lands already improved, ean ba had
om the most (vorable terms.  The advantages of the
situation between the Forks of White River affords
every necdful fucility for transporting praduce to
market. Bt. Peters snd the School are situated with-
in balf'a wmile of the Btate road leading from Vincen- i
nes to Louisvilie, and equi-distant from either fork of
White River; and equi-distant from the church ﬂm]l
the YWest Forle, stands Washington, the connty seat,
i little town, flourishing, both now and in prospect.
A ehurch will probably ere long be erected in it. The
distanice between the two forke, s the road vuns, s
18 malee. The climate iz healthfol, and the priest
very seldom has to attend a sick eall. The resident

. clergyman at St. Peters, iz a native of the State, and
familinr with both the French and English languages,

The catholic population of Indiana is greater than
wonld readily be supposed, and s constantly and
rapidly ncreasing.  Tnthe easterh part of the State,

" and near the Ohio line, we have a congregation
without a priest; on the Wabash there are many;
at Loganeport there are o conzidernble number, and
I have information of the actual emigration of 14
viry respectable fanilies from Pennsylvania, who
are anxwous for o church and & priest.  The feld is
Iarge and the labourers are indeed few—aonly two.
Itis our hope and prayer, that Providence will send
Inbourers, with a bishop, to the ]]arrcst, 50 that I_'.J"
the grace ol God ane their eficient and zealons oo- |5
operation, Religion may flourish in the wilds of In- |
dizna.
